Subject : Massive Plantation Drive from June to August 2016 and Beyond —reg.

1. This has reference to meeting of Govt Youth Organizations with Hon’ble Prime Minister
and Action Points recommended by Group of Secretaries wherein Tree Plantation by
young persons, is one of the focus area.

2. NYKS has always taken a lead in Tree Plantation and you will be pleased to know that
during 2015-16, around 15 lakh saplings were planted across the country. It has been
done by involving thousands of NYC volunteers and Youth Club and Yuvati Mandals
members.

3. Certainly it was an important step towards sensitizing and encouraging society for
environment enrichment and mitigating the effects of climate change.

4. In view of the above, NYKS has decided to carry out Nationwide Plantation Drive
between June to August 2016. You may continue this endvaour throughout the year
and ensure more plantation and survival.

5. All the NYC volunteers should act as nodal grass root level coordinators of the campaign
to undertake plantation by involving all the Youth Clubs, Yuvati Mandals and youth from
all walks of life. Each club is expected to plant a minimum of 50 plants. This is an
opportunity for Youth Clubs, Yuvati Mandals and youth to exhibit their activeness &
strength. Every member of Youth Clubs & Community should be motivated to plant in
their residence/farm.

Every Youth Clubs and Yuvati Mandals alongwith community members should be
motivated to plant at public places i.e. panchayat office/ public office campus, colleges,
schools, catchment areas of the local bandh, pond, nadi, park, hostel, anganwadi, sub-
centre, oran gochar and other common village resources etc.

It is requested to prepare a Plan of Action to achieve the set targets based on actual
strength of NYC volunteers and the number of Youth Clubs and Yuvati Mandals under
your zone. Zonal Directors should submit their Plan to NYKS Hgrs in the enclosed
proforma (Annexure — 1) latest by 15" June, 2016 through e-mail : regular
programme@gmail.com .

Further, during the campaign, the Zonal Directors should submit the progress report in
the enclosed proforma (Annexure — 2) along with guality Photographs, Press Clippings
and Videos. Plantation drive should be organized during June to August, 2016 and
beyond. However, all are required to furnish the progress report in the prescribed

format 5% of every month.

It may be noted that after plantation, ensuring survival of the plants will be exclusive
responsibility of the concerned Youth Clubs and Yuvati Mandals which should be closely
monitored by the NYC volunteers and District NYK. Apart from that District Youth
Coordinators should also keep on motivating the Youth Clubs /Yuvati Mandals and
community as a whole to keep the plants alive, safe & nurture them properly. The role
of Panchayats is very important for plantation and protection of plants. NYKs
Coordinator should involve Gram Sabha in this programme through Youth Clubs.

Plantation drive should be organized between June to August 2016. Before this,
District Youth Coordinators should make environment building in their districts by
briefing to media, contacting Youth Clubs and Yuvati Mandals and motivating them for
participation in such a big and important campaign. They should organize informal
meetings also with Youth Leaders, Panchayati Raj functionaries for making this
campaign successful. The campaign should be carried out on voluntary basis and by
mobilizing local resources.

Further, it is imperative on the part of all District Youth Coordinators to contact District

Administration / District Forest Office/ Zila Prishad/ Gram Panchayat and others for
providing required number of plants free of cost to Youth Clubs and Yuvati Mandals in
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time.
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12. Zonal Directors are required to take every step to ensure that set targets —a minimum
of (50 plants per Youth Club) are achieved and NYKS which will go a long way as our
most valuable contribution towards fighting the menace of climate change and

environment degradation.
