1. As you are aware, the Nehru Yuva Kendra Sangathan (NYKS), an autonomous body under the
Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports, has been organizing annual Tribal Youth Exchange Programme
(TYEPs) on behalf of the Ministry of Home Affairs. Funds for the same are being provided by MHA. 7
such programmes have been organized successfully by NYKS up to 2014-15.

2. For the 8th TYEP 2015-16, Ministry of Home Affairs has approved and released Rs. 2.07 Crores vide
sanction order dated 22.09.2015. This year 2000 participants (tribal youths- both male and female)
have to be selected from 24 LWE affected districts of 3 States namely, Chhattisgarh, Jharkhand and
Odisha. Programmes will be organized at 10 different Venues namely, Jaipur (Rajasthan),
Bengaluru (Karnataka), Hyderabad (Andhra Pradesh), Amritsar (Punjab), Kolkata (West Bengal),
Ahmedabad (Gujarat), Chennai (Tamil Nadu), Pune (Maharashtra), Guwahati (Assam) and Varanasi
(Uttar Pradesh).

3. MHA has requested to issue suitable instructions to the officers concerned of NYKS to start activities
of the 8th TYEP at the earliest and provide a copy of the Plan of Implementation to MHA to enable
the Ministry to plan its participation/involvement accordingly.

4. In compliance of above please find enclosed herewith the detailed guidelines and tentative time

schedule for the organization of 8th Tribal Youth Exchange Programme (TYEP).
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confirm the participation of the participating Kendras. It will be the duty of each ZD to see that the
host Kendras have invited participating Kendras at the earliest, and the confirmations are received
immediately.

The participants and escorts should be selected by 5th Dec, 2015 positively by all stakeholders viz.
CRPF, BSF, NYKS, SSB and ITBP as per number allotted to them. In this regard please see page
no. 7 and Annexure -9 & 11 of enclosed guidelines.

Zonal Directors of the participating Kendras viz. Raipur (Chhattisgarh), Bhubaneswar (Odisha)
and Ranchi (Jharkhand) are advised to take necessary steps to ensure that teams and escorts are
selected as per the guidelines and get them ready to participate in the 8th TYEP as per Annexure-11
given in the guidelines and on the dates of the programmes fixed by respective Host Zonal offices.

It is important to note that the participating Kendras/Zones jointly with CRPF, BSF, ITBP, and
SSB would organize briefing session before the departure of the participants. Similarly, a joint de-
briefing & feedback session should be organized on the arrival of participants. During this
session activities and their plan of action for the participants be prepared and followed up. The

report on the same & plan of action be submitted to NYKS, hqtrs.

. Similarly, the host Kendra/Zone should conduct two sessions viz. expectations of participants

(Annexure 12a) and feedback about programme (Annexure-12b) from participants.

Besides above from time to time live feedback of participants on Video should also be taken.

Local district/State units of NCC be coordinated for this programme. NSS volunteers should also be

involved during the camp as per their suitability.

Awareness on National Flagship Programmes of Government of India for Financial and Social

inclusion should be created. For more details please see enclosed guidelines.

To make the programme more transparent, responsive, vigilant and effective, local Public

Representatives viz. Hon'ble Ministers, MPs, MLAs, PRI members; eminent personalities from

difference walks of life, State Govt. and Districts Administration's Officers; Chairpersons and

Members of SACYP and DACYP and others with whom NYKs have been collaborating, should be
